To download a file, start with a clean disk. Use a quality disk that
has heen formatted/veriftiad with © bad sectors. Nothing is more
aggravating than to spend howrs downloading and then to find out that your
"el chegapo" dishk is giving you problems,

Files with the extension .ARC or DDLU have been “packed" with either
ARCHIVER or DCGRY. You will mneed these two programs to wnpack diske
before the files will run. Many programs are “"packages" made up of a
number of small and large files. By "packing" these disks you can be surs
that your download will include everything that is necessary. Files
without extension were uploaded “"as 1s" and will not reguire unpacking,

Since not all of us have dual-drive systems, we have limited the size
ot the package to less than one halt of a 588D disk s0 that downloading
arnd subsequent "unpacking" can be done on the same disk. There are
exceptions where this was not possible. I+ the RBHES shows & file size af
more than 44000 bytes and the files iz ARC or DCO., then a dual drave
system will be required.

In the HHES +ile deseription we will indicate which emnvironment will
be necessary to run the program. Hrograms that will run with BExtended
Basic only usuaslly show a reference to XH. PFrograms that can be run with
the XB and FUNLWRITER UTILITY combination (tested!) show the indication
FlW.

Some programs are ornery enough to require MiniMemory or
Editor/assembler cartridge loadsrs. They are reterenced with MM, E/A, E/A
LER (for load and run) or EAS (for KUN FROGERAM FILE).

After yowr modem connects, hit ENTER ar
the space bar several times to get FlDO started.

When you purchase the power supply board, you will note that it comes with instructions gn a suggested wiring scheae,
These instructions alsg recoesend the use of an 18valt transtormer and 2awp fuse, The reason | recossend the other
transformer is because the power supply does not have to sork so hard to requlate the output voltages and the |ower asperage
fuse gives quicker response to an overlpad. An added plus is that the 12.évoit transforeer costs less,

Step L. - Connect the transtormer and the power suppiy as shown in the Radio Shack diagrae that comes witn the power
supply.

Gtep 2. - Double check your connections and then plug in your supply to an outiet to test 1t out. He sure to turn on
the power supply switch located on the board (see t19, 3. Using a suitable volt meter and t19. 2, theck tnat you get the
indicated output voltages when you test the +5 ang +12 pins and ground. The voltages RUST be pretty close. Dy WUl use tne
pawer supply if you find it is off by 1/2 vart or Aore, BSpRCIEbly on the 43 volt pin.

That's ail there is to the wiring. I1f you connected up your disk drive now, it should work.

One more thing, ! have not included plans for a cabinet for the disk drive and power supply. You wii{l need to tuild one
to held your cosponents together. For my demo mcdel, I attached the transtoraser, fuse holoer, off-on switch, ang gisk orive
to a piece of plywood and covered the whole thing with a piere of cardboard to keep the fingers and dust out. Since varigus
sodels of 3-1/4 inch floppy disk drives can be used, [ suggest you take your own seasuresents for the design of the cabinei.

Using the above and one of the low power demand disk drives you should be able to set up a doutle side double demsity
drive AND this power supply for less than %30.00, including the cardboard and naiis.

The computer language knowa as PILOT, which stands for FProgrameed lIngquiry Learming Or Teaching, was developed by
Professor John A. Starkweather of the University of California in San Francisco in the late 19605 and early 1970s. FPILDGT was

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developed to be a language for developing cemputer-aided-instruction (CA1) lessons. The developer of the language insisted
that it be easy to learn and use.

PILOT 99 is a advanced isplesentation of FILOT for the Texas Instrusents 11-99/4A. The T1-99/4R has advancea ‘eatures
which would not be available for use if the standard PILOT statesents were not supplesemted. PILOT 99 agds stateaents tor
using sprites, bit-map graphics, character graphics, sound, ang files. The concept of ease of learning the lanquage and use
are maintained by PILOT 39,

With the advanced stateaents available with PILOT 99 the FILOT language has been transforsed from i language vesigned
solely for CAl lessons to a lanquage that is easy to learm and use for writing home management prograss as well as CAl
lessons.
