MORE ON CHICAGD TI FAIRE

Article reprinted from November 1989 Hicropendium.

There weren’'t as many new products tntroduced at thiz year’'s
Chicago TI Falre as in yess past, but for hundreds of visitors and
scores of vendors it was a full day well apent.

The most noticeable new products was a 512K mewory expansion card
for the Geneve, expandable to 2 megabytes marketed by Bud Mi1lls
Services,

The 7th anmual fatr, held Nov 4, featured a serlies of seminars
throughcout the day and over 3,000 squaras feet of exhibltion space
pached with T vendors and users.

Seminars wera conducted by Bud Nills Services (Horizon RAMdisk,
NEMEX and p-GRAM+), Roger Merritt of Comprodine (Artist Printshop,
Living Tomb, and Jiffy Card), Gary Bowser of Qasls Pensive
Abacutora (Super Module Expander and HAMBO), Chris Bobbitt of
Asgard Software (PRESS and other releases), Bruce Harrison of
Harrison Softwarae Cmusic software) Barry Traver (Genial TRAVelER
Diskazine), Jan Janowskl of the Chicago TI User Group (portable TI
project), Mike Haksimik of the Chicago users group (MIDI interface
and FDOS), Jim Horn of the Hid-Atlantic 9%9ers (donating TI
computers to schools), J. Peter Hoddle of JP Software (Maxflix
Professional, ldantifile and other new software releases), and Lou
Phillipe of Myarec Inc (Geneve).

Perhaps one of the reasons that new products weren’t being
introduced as the Chicago fair 1s that 3o much remains under
developaent. HMany of the seminar speakers focused their
presentaticns on what users can expect In the future - near and
far — rather than what they can go cut and buy today.

A came 1n peint 13 Gary Bowser of OPA. He desciribed an operating
system for the Geneve similar to GEN by Digital Research that
would replace HDOS and the GPL interpreter. He expacts the
product to be marketed early in 1990. Judging from his
presentation, the product would be in dlrect competitiocn with
Hyar='s GENE, which 1» also under development.
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Bowser also discussed a card with a Yamaha sound chip that would
allaow the programaing of digitized sound. It would include an’
input for CD players and support 16 bit sound. [t 1s Geneve
compatible and would be priced at about $i00. No marketing date
was rentioned.

Stmtlarly, Bowser 13 continuilng his project to develop a Z80 co-
processor for the Tl. The project has been underway for several
years but stlll 1sn't near enough to conpletion to make marketing
plans.

When Chris Bobbltt of Aagard Software spoke. everyone was
llstening for news about PRESS, the long-awaited word processirnrg
software that was supposed to be Introduced in last year’s Chicage
faire.

Although a release date wasn’t announced, Bobbitt described some
of the new fratures that are being incorporated Into the progranm
as the debugging costinues. Noting that the progras consists of
250,000 lines of assembly language code, he satd those that
prepaid for the program could have their money back 1f they didn’t
want to continue waiting for delivary.

PRESS is compatible with the 4#a and Geneve and supports a varlety
of devices - ranging from GRAN cards to RAMdisks - and allows for
unlimited langth text Filea, even on the 4a. 1t umes the
keyboerd, a aouse or joystick for input and features pull-down
menus.

One of the most Intriguing seminars was conducted by Mihe Maksimik
who demcnatrated an electronic keyboard under the contrcl of a TI.
The full-sound of the keyboard/speakers surprized many in the
audiences as It played classical music under the direction of the
4a console. A college student, Makslulk said that no hardware
modifications were required to make the system work. The only
expanse was an RS232 cable to connect the TI to the Casto
electronic keyboard, and the Casio, which costs $100, and a short
ansembly language program written by Haksimik.

The muailcal score ia in text—-flle form on the TI! and is sent at
31,200 baud to the Caslo. He said that IBM compatible music MIDI
fllex are directly compatible with the Tl in text-file Cor ASCII)
format.

Another Haksimik project 1s FDOS, a programming environment for
the 43, It includes internal and external commands that can be
executed by the user at any time. Internal commands are those
that are loaded Intc memory when FDOS 1s booted and remain In
mamory. These include frequently used commands such as DIR to run
a directory. Les2s common conmands remain on disk similar to the
way that Microsoft DOS works on a PC. These commands are loaded
into ssmory vhen called. The progras runs tn SuperCart. The
vergion demonstrated was v2.0. MHaksimik satd that future verslsns

would support hard disks.

One hardware i1tem that was ready for the market 1s p—GRAM+ by Bud
Hills Services. The card 1s an upgrade of the p-GRAM card. It
adds 120K of GRAM for a totsl of 160K of GROM emulating memory.

The p-GRAM+ i3 priced at $280. The coat of upgrading a p-GRAHM

card to a p-GRAN+ te §$100.

M1ils also introduced the MEMEX card for the Geneve. Created by
Ron Walters, the card providea 512K of CUP expansion HAM to the
Geneve. It 1s expandable to 2 megabytes. The coat i1s $245.

HILWAUKEE FAIR

The Mi1lwaukee TI Falr held November 5th as a companion event to
the Chicage falr, featured about a dozen vendors, many of then
coming up from the Chicago Faire. There seemed to be more deals
avallable on used software and hardware than at the Chicage falre.
Several seminars were also held throughout the day.

12. Press FCIN-5 to enter search mode,
13. Type "TIKP."
14. Press FCIN-S to back space to P in TINP.
153. Press ENTER to begin search.
16. Change each occurance of "TINP" to "BAMD."
17. Return Bank, Write Protect switch te W/P poaition.
18. Save change= to disk.
19, Use Birdwell’s DSKU to initialize the Hyarc Ramdisk.

20. Copy Multiplan softwara to Nyarc Ramdisk.

These same techniques should also work with any other module disk
combination.

The price on Publicationsa
Index should alsoc be under %15, not including shipping.

The Organlzer! 1s an electronic filing cabinet with four drawers.
Both the cabinet and the drawer names are user modiflable, and you
may create as many different filing cabinets as you 1tke. The
progran la designed for the non—computer person who wants to file
information electrontically, but who ts reluctant to tackle the
rigors of learning data base managewent. The way that you would
f1le things manually, 1s the way that The COrganizer! handles=
information. But you still get all of the advantages of
electronic data storage, from ssarch and retrieval ta report
printing. Prilce on this one should alse be under $15 without
ahipping.

In the spreadsheet category, I
recently discovered an XB program named TI Short Sheet, by Glen
Bernasek. It operates wuch like 99Calc and other XB spreadsheects
and !s avallable for download from GEnie and perhaps other
TI-S[GS.

~Here's a new one for me at least. Did you know that yoeu can
convert upper case text to lower case text in the FunnelWeb Editor
by using the Ctrl Period keys? I didn’t. Letters, entlre words,
and even whole sentences can be converted by simply placing the
cursor where the converston 1s to begin, and then pressing and
holding Control Pertod. The cursor moves from left to right,
making lower case text out of upper case text, with no effect con
anything but the letter characters of the alphabet. 1In other
words, it dces not modify the symbols like slashes, plus signs,
asterisks etc. Just the latters.

HANCRLA by AldeBran (a German outfit I believe)-!s perhaps the
weirdiest game that I have ever played. It Involves moving a
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sertes of stones from one set of si1x boxes to another set of slx
boxes. RAlthough there were no on-screen tnstructlons, it appears
that you must complete the task 1n the fewest number of turns,
with the grestest amount of dexterity. When you set the game In’
motion, 1t takes off on its own and you nust press the spacebar to
drop the stones where you want them without any control over the
speed of the box that has plcked the stones up. If I understood
all that 1 should about the game, 1t would probzsbly be a really
good one. But without any fnstructions it was tough enough to
figure out how to make 1t do "anything™.

VONDRAKES MOLECULAR MISSION by Walt Dianey Studtos—is one of the
neatest educational games I have EVER seen. [t has to bes geared
at the teen to adult age group though, because 1t teaches you, in
the most entertalning fashion, chemical formulas for compounds and
the like. [t certainly doesn’t appear to be something that =y 10
year old could conquer.

FLANT GENETICS by Texas Instruments-This one 13 not a game module
but atrictly an educational one. It iz copyrighted 1984 by Texas
Instruments, so0 I guess that’s why 1t never came to market.

PC-TRANGFER UTILITIES

PC-Transfer Uti1lities by Hike Dodd 1s a collection of three

ronversaion utllities for his original FC-Tranafer progran.
programs are marketed by JP Software (formerly Genial

" Computerwars.)

Both

PC-Transfer allows 4A users with eilther a Myarc or CorCoap floppy
22
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disk controller to transfer text files between an IBW compatible

PC and a 42 Cor 9640.) TI-99/4A text flles are in DVBO format [TI
Writer format.)

PC-Transfer expands on the original PCT premise by allowing PC/4A
transfers of other than text fi1les. PC-Transfer Utilities offers
three new conversion uttlities. The conversion uttlities are
called by PC-Transfer on the initlal PC-Transfer screen. (Yes,
provision for thess additional utilitles was made origlnally 1in
PC-Tranafer,

These three utilities plus a fourth conversion flle are detatled
below:
1. DF128 _
This utility converts any PC file to a Dsplay/Fixed
file. D/Fi28 i1s the file format used by TI terminal
enulators for nen-TI flles. Consequently, computer-
genaric picture files like RLE and GIF are stored on a
T1-99/4A as D/F 128 files. This 1s very useful for
uploading RLE or GIF picturea to a BBS for use on all
systens. HNany TI terminal smulators add a TIPILES
header to D/F128 fi1les upon uploading. This would
render a GIF/RLE file unusable on another system.

128

This conversion utility actually is not a conversion
utility. It actually moves D/F 128 files to and from
PC f1les without any data interpretation.

SYLE

The SYLK uttlity converta Internal/Fixed 128 files to

PC ftlen (the reverse is also true.) This conversion

is useful for convarting Microsoft Multiplan SYLK files
to and from the PC. This offers opportunity beyond just
Multiplan spreadsheet avallability as most PC spreadsheet
programs offer SYLK import/export optlons?

3. TIFILES
This uttlity converta ftles with TIFILES headers.
TIFILES header was cresated by Paul Charlton when he
brought XModem to the 4A world. Paul created a spectal
128-byte header that tells the 4N terminal emulator
progras what file-type the filew 1a and how much data
the f1le contains. In other words, the TIFILES header
lets the esulator program know that & file 1as, for
exanple, a I/V 254 flle or a PROGRAK file, etc.

Thg

This 1 very useful for moving files back and forth from
a PC that wvas downlocaded with a PC computer. It has
bean especially helpful for moving flles to and from

the Nidnight Hour BBS. Bafore this program, I had to
upload and download files to move them to/from my 9640.
Now, moving files from my Geneve/TI-99 coaputers back
and forth from wmy BBS or ay PC at work 12 much alapler.

TEXT

This utility ts the same that 1s emnbedded
Tranafer program.

ln the PC-
The reason it its 1ncluded as a
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apeclal utiltty s for reloading if you use another
conversion ut1lity and then wish te tranafer text
files.

IDENTIFILE

1denti1file is another program by Hike Dodd that was relsased by JP
Softwars at the 1989 Chicago Tl Falre. Identifile 1a a new kind
af disk cataloger - different than sany you’ve seen before!

[dent1file allows you to catalog a disk to determine exactly vhat
kind of file mach file 1x. It scan the disk and reports a brief
description of each file. It recognizes over 30 different kinds
of 4B and MDOS filen and reports this Information back to you.

Some axamples of these descriptions are: E/A - Run Program Fille,
BASIC or XB program, Archlver coapressed, E/A — Load Run
Ccospressed), E/A or XB - Load Run Cunconpressed), Forth,
Ti-Artist picture, TI-Artist color, TI-BASE dats, TI-BASE
structure, Text, RALE picture (binary), Tunnels of Doom game,
Adventure cartridge game.

This 1ist s only a short list of the file typex recognized by
Identifile. Identifile requires 32K and a disk system and can be
run from elither the E/A or ¥XB cartridges. The progras allows you
to configure the program for the exact number and names of the
drives you have and allows printer and color configuration as
well, ‘ : :
