DR. GUY_STEFAN ROMANO

Dr. Guy-5tafan Romano, operator of the
Amnian Helpline, died August i§ at his
home in San Francisco, California. He was
37.

According to his wishes his body was
cremated August 18 by the Neptune
Saciety of San Francisco and his long time
friend, David Kano, scattered his ashes in
the Pacific Ocean on August 18.

2amanc was born in france and educated
in Europe and the United States. He was
fluent in |17 languages. He heid a Ph.D. in
Romance languages, a Fh.D. in Germanic
linguistics and. a Masters degree in
Cninese as weil as athird doctorate in fine
arts.

Most of his caresr was spent in educatien,
particuiarly the teaching of languages. He
began® warking with computers in the

early 1950°s when he worked with a
mechanical translator for the U,5.
Gavernment, which ha described as

"something like a cousin to the ENIAC a
house tilled with radic tubes.”

Romano began the Amnion Heipline in 1981
as a free service to T'| users, bhetare the
founding of a usars graoup in San
Francisco. During its operation, he
received inquiries from all over the United
State and numerous forsign countries.

Acmane alse maintained a library of public
domain suftware for the Ti98/4A which he
provided users for a small copying fee
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p us mailing (our ciub .ibrary nhas Ramano
compiete library.)

Kano says Aomano would work "untii 2 or
3o’clack in the marning” on some accasion
tc heip. users.

SIMULATED EARTHGUAKES

HT CLOSE TO HOME
8y Dan Gutman

""he building rocked and things tell off
the bookshelves. We got a little shaken
u2,"” says Veronica Bower of Broderbund
Software. "We were {ucky."

Last week's earthquake hit smack dab in
the middie aof Silicon Valley, rocking the
majority of software publishing companies
in the world. Broderbund is located in
San Rafaei--10 miles from San Francisco.

Being so close to the earthguake capitai of
the world, it's not ENTIRELY coincidental
that Broderbund markets a computer
pragram called "Earthquake Lab" (§40).

The program works with Broderbiund’s
Seiance Toolkit ($80), a2 hardware device
wnich plugs into any Apple |1 computer.
Basically, theiab readstremors and feeds
them into the computer. These signals are
then dispiayed on vour scresn,
“Earthquake Lab" is patterned after
mechanical seismographs. When the base
of the lab gets joltec very slightly, a
lever moves a shutter in front of a
photoelectric ceil. The change in light
feval is recorded an-screen.

The computer scresn looks like a reai
seismograph and can be printed out on
paper, You can recerd vibrations
continually, or when any rapid change

Gecurs. Yeu ¢an even sat the lab to
automatically start recording when it
sanses movement, It will continue

recording for up to ten hours and save
tre data an a floppy disk.

This thing is no toy. Lauren Eiliot, chief
designer of "Earthquake Lab," claims it's
as accurate as professional seismagraphs.
1r fact, if the earth vikrates a hundredth
of an inch, "Earthquake Lab" will amplity
trat 2,000 times.

The biggest chailenge in designing the
device, according to Elliot, was, "trying
ta get a $100,000 piece of equipment into
about $1.22 worth of pateriais.”
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in the reai world, it's paointless to sit
around and wait f{or an earthquake
{unless you live in San Francisco, |
supposel. And if an earthquake DID
strike, you'd hnave hetter things to do
than stand arcund measuring it. Like

staying alive. The real fun of
"Earthquake Lab" is producing fake
quakes at home.

The designers suggest "simulated

earthquake" experimenis. (Parents will
particulariy enjoy this), Stempingaround
the house in heavy boots mzkes for an
excellent fake earthquake, or you can
measure which member of the family has
the heaviest foatsteps.

You can also measure how much your
house o school shakes when traffic goes
by, or ste what happens if youchange the
material under TEarthquake Lad"™ from
concrete to foam rubber,

Science Tooikit doesn’t aniy measure
earthyuakes. it's actually a complate
at-nome laboratory. It comes with a
temperature and light prebes, and ather
modules make it passible to measure
speed, motion, heart rate and lung
capacity through your computer.

By conducting experiments, students can
learn tc apply scentific reasoning by
collecting and anayzing data. it's moie
intaresting than simply reading about
science in a book, and the computer can
simulate things you can't dugiicate in the
real warld--like earthquakes,

And while the San Francisco disaster ‘s
making headlines, this is a grzat way for
kids to ‘earn abaout quakes.

HOTLINE: They wan’t be racing in the
streets of San Francisce anytime soon,
but that's exactly what you da in
Spectrun Halobyte's newcompJter driving
game, "Vette!™ You can ga in reverse,
make LU-turns and evan race against
someone using anothar camplter.

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MAN ¥S. MACHINE:
KASPAROV TAKES ON A COMPUTER

{Editors Note Xasparov has beat
the computgr [n 53 moves anc again in
31 meves)

How lang will it be before a computer can
beat the best human chess player in the
worid?

1t might happen at twa o'clock this Sunday
when world chess
champion Gary Kasparov=--for the first
time--takes on the warld COMPUTER
chess champion Deep Thought.

"A computer will never beat a tap
grandmaster,” Kasparov said in an
interview several years ago. "It doesn't

have the intuition.”

Farget about Qakiand veraus San
Francisco. Forget about Clark versus
Canseca. This is man versus machine,
THIS is excitemsnt.

Deep Thought was designed by five
graduate studentsin the computar science
department at Pitisburgh's Carnegie
Mellen University. Running on a Sun 4
host computer with two high speed chips,
it plays chess by analyzing the strength
aof each piece, depending on where it is
lacated on the board and what stage the
game is in.

Taking these factors into account, the
computer calculates the passibiiities of
720,000 pasitions every second and
projects 20 moves inio the future,

Chess-playing computers have bheen
around since the 185(s, but Deep Theught
is the first one to achieve grandmaster
status. Eariier this y=ar, he {or she) waon
a tournament in Florida, played to a draw
with British grandmaster Tony Miles, and
defeated Danish grandmaster Bent Larsen,
who is ranked the 96th best player in the
world.

The Intarnational Chess Federation rates
players on a point system. The average
tournament player rates about 1,300, and
grandmasters are over 2,200, Deep
Thought rates 2,550 points. Larsen rates
2,580.
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~ NG weexks ago, Gary Kasparov reached
‘ne rating of 2.79%

LRSS, S0 no matter HOW many
aicuiatiors Oees Thought can  run
cnraugn ir a second, Kasparav wili pe the
-gavy favarite on Sunday.

Zgng-rsiung Hsu, wha designed the chips
that make up Deep Thought, says it would
aave ta be 100-1000 times faster 0 beat
Kasparov.

Nevertheless, Kasparov was reiuctant .t°
accept the match. Wwith nothing to gain
and evarything to iase, he turned dowh
the first invitation, Chess expert Shelby
Lyman, it seems, persuaded the shamp to
be a good sport about it and play the
computer.

The iwo game match, which will be
sponsored by a division of Nynex, will be
neld at the New York Academy of Art.
Kasparov will be paid to play. Deep
Thought will not.

Zven if Kzsparov wipes the tloor with Deep
Thought, most experts pelieve that one
day the world chess champion will be a
computer. Three of the degigners aof Deep
Thought, in fact, are already wariking on
its successor. The computer will be sa
tast, it will be able to caicuiate six million
nositions a second.

|# Deap Thought pulls oft an upset over
Kasparay, what does it mean lor chess?

For fhat matter, is the human race
daomed? Have we finaily created 2
machine so intelligent that it's smarter
than we are?
