One ot the great features of our
tomputer, tco often overlooked, is
speech. The T1 can still talk circies
around wmost other computers. Yet few
User Groups take advantage of this
feature when desonstrating the TI at
Malls and Fairs where othsr computers
are also being shown. ! can tell you
from experience, speech can be a real
crowd stopper.

Last yeir when the 0B-9%rs were
asked tp put on an exhibit at the
coliege, we decided to show off the 4A's
speech capabilities. | wrote a little
extended basic progras which perforaed
the same way that TEX TALKER does but
used the Text To Speech disk. It worked
fine and did stop whoever happened to
wander ¢own to the sub-sub basement
where we warse loncated. The anly
problem, it we wanted to show something
else, subsequent reload of the Text To
Speech files took forever and a day.

TEX TALKER has since bheen rewritten -

in conscle basic s0 that the Terminal
Emulator wsodule can be used instead of
Text To Bpeech. A speech synthesizer is
dleo reguired, as with Text To Speech.

Using &the program is guite simple.
With the  Terminal Esulator module
plugged in, select TI Basic. Type OLD
DEKn. TEXTALKER., At the cursocr proapt,
type RUN, The program will read the
first DATR statement, display it on
screen  and speak it. 1f you press
ENTER, the speech will be repeated. 14
you enter a period, the naxt DATA
statement will be read, displayed and
spoken.

At any time, you can type in anything
you or the crowd desires and it will be
spoken. It's a good idea to have the
keyboard positicned so that onlookers
say use it and dinteract with the com-
puter. Again, pressing enter will cause
the last speech to be reprated.

Enter your own DATA statements, uking
commas for short pauses and a period for
longer ones. The use of commas requires
that esch DATH statement be enclosed in
guo;g;. Be sure the last DATA stateaent
is . :
