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I enjoy sy computer hobby, and as a part of that hobby I try
to read as wsuch as possible about it. 1 specially eajoy
reading books and magazines that support the 99/4A, hecause
these are to me the wost useful.

Recently a new wmagazine touted by it publishers as very
qualified has come out.  Called FAMILY COMPUTING ané
published by SEHOLASTIC INC. So I purchased it. The first
issue really supported the 99/4A alany with several other
sachines. But after that things west guickly downhill.

Their reviews of the machine retold the same old half truths
that I've heard for some Lime now, +rom peopie who think that
if the lakel doesn’t say Apple it just has to be junk,

The last straw was ir the December issue where they reviewed
word processor programs on eight sachines. For the 99/4h
they could oniy find one avaflable word pracessor, obviouSly
TI’s TI-WRITER. When il comes to fairly simple research that
is either deliberately not done or is overlooked on one of
several machines, I get hot under the collar. .

Dur newcletter, *CALL NEWSLETTER' was first published using
EXTENBED SOFTVARE'S TYPWRITER program, available on disk or
cassette. Recently a program called COMPANION by INTELPRD
was released, and it appears to rival the TI-WRITER prograw.
ADVAMCED SOFTWARE bas just released a wmini-wemory word
processor, cassette based, which also looks like a good
prog-as. Then of course there are the old standbys that have
been arpund for a while, aside from TYPWRITER, which 1
already sention, there's TEXTIBER, and FUTURA SOFTUARE’s word
processors, and finally DIRECT WRITER 11, alwo & very gouod
progran. Fiease note this is pot a review, I have not had
the opportunity to work with all of these programs.

The purpose af listing these programs is simply an exsrcise
in research. Ia just a few winutes, I’ve been able to list
six woard processors for the 99/4A, rovering disk, cassette,
Extended Basic, Assembly Lamouage, and Nini-wemory, and
that's not caanting three word processors in our public
domain lidrary, and ore that you can type in from 99'er
»agazire,

Just 35 ar gaside in the February issue they discuss Data -
Bazes, They list four very popular data hases that they
state are available for the 79/4A, from three ditferent
cospanies. I called all three, to {ind oul where these
pregraxs £osli be obtzimed, and found out that none of thes
were or will ke avaiakle for the 99/4A.

Any wagszine that claiws to be an offshoot of such a rich
efacatiopzl heritage as SCHOLASTIC INC., and either refuses
to do the neressary research or doesn’t keow how to, showld
wot hs allnued tm publish. Ia =y opinion their idea of
‘sapporting’ the 97/4A deserves to be ignored.  Specifically
don’t write and cosplain, because it falls on deaf ears,
ignore their wagazine totaly. Don't purchase jit, don't help
thes explait the 99/4A with the nonsence they call support.

One featare that is mpst often over looked by aany is that of
the wighty REDO key. This key coupled with the power of
Extended BASIC, provides for many extreasly useful fenctioss.

Imagine you are entering a series of program lines in which
the comtent of each is similar to each other, except perhaps
that the variables differ, After entering a line then press
REDD. This wil! cause the line you just typed to appear
below your wmanual entry with the cursor positioned on the
line #unber. You way thea alter this line nusber and make
any other charzes in that progras line rather than typing in
a coapletel: sew aalry.
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For a :isplz example, consider this. You waat to write a two
line program that prints:

TESTING 1,2,3
TESTING 4,5,6

To accowplish this using the RERO key the following would be
performed,

Type $irst line

and enter that line,

Upas  pressing enter and receiving an error code you realised
y3u wisspelled the program name. MNow for the magic. Instead
ef retyping your RUN line, press REDO. This causes the
pisspelled line Lo reappear. You way aow simply insert the B
nto BUBGET, press enter, and your program will now load.

Finally one more suggestion for use of the REDD key. A
triend has expressed an interest in having a copy of your
canderfut WIDGET program. To copy this program simply type
OLD *PeK1.VIOGET". Now instead of typiag SAVE “DSKI.WIDGET®
te place a copy onto your friend’s disk, press REDO. Your
earlier statesent of OLD “DSX1.UIDGET"

will appear., Chamge the OLD to SAVE and press enter; the

progras will now save Yo disk,

There are af rourse other applicatioes that can performed
using the REDO key, some of which are to be found only by
experaentation, Doa’t be afraid to try =omething new, ané
tet o5 tnow if you find any other useful tidbits.

When T1 went cut of the home cosputer business late last
year, I decided to accelerate the expansion of my tystem.
Toward that end 1 started looking into the options for
printers which work with the TI system.

Because I had just purchased the éisk drive, Expansion box,
mewory expansion, RS232 card and Extented BASIC cartridoe,
the wel! of =y checkbook was beginning to rum rather dry, and
the pptions for priaters all ran into the $400 range by the
time the necessary cable was added to the purchase.

As chance would have it, I received & flyer with my Visa bill
telling me about the Brother EP-22 portable, electromic
typenriter fprinter,

I werl to a store to check out what sounded like a sachine
that was too good to be true, especially at the asking price
of $21%, including tax. 1 was so impressed that I bought one
on the spot.

The electronic typewriter's stats are indoed impressive:

1) 1t 15 2 dot-matrix thermai

printer, whick ran also uwse a
ribbon,

2} it hac a 2K Built-in memory which
can be used as a mini-word
processor, and the memory is held
gven when the typewriter is oéf,
35 long as the power supply
remains intact.
it otfers the option of using
only the built-im LCD screenm,
which shows you 18 characters or
spaces at a time, ar by using the
correction sade you can type 16
charactures ahead of what is
printed so you can catch mistakes
before hand. There is also 2
direct-type mode for those of
you, few in number I'm sure, who
don’t make mistakes while
typing. '

There is an R5232 port on the
side which interfaces perfectly
with the TI computer.

There is a built-in calculator
wkich you can use either to print
and calculate equations, or use
it as a ralculator with the LCD
SCreen,

To me the most remarkable fartor
is that you get all nf these
functions in a package which
weighs only 5.5 pounds and can
fit inside a briefcase, which

It is not extreamly fast as a printer at 17 charactures per
sacond, but for my purposes the speed is wore tham ample.

The one drawback, albeit a winor one to we, is the fact the
priater only prints a 75 character lise. This weans that
when listing 3 program the computer’s automatic line feed at
80 charactures causes the printer to priat the last 5
charactyres an a separate line by themseives,

Vhile Brother includes a swall supply of Sx10 sheets of
thersal paper it is rapable of using 100 foot rolis of
thermal paper ingtead. The 8x10 sheets proved difficult to
lccate anyway. Brother makes no mention of wsiag 100 foaot
retls. I discovered this possibility by simply buying a roli
of paper and trying it on the printer. It reguired building
a swal] stand to haid the paper and to allow it move freely,

The biggest problew for those of you who purchase this
tspeariter may seem to be “where dp I get the cable?”
Aclvally, this is a simple probles to solve, because Brother
chose; for whatever reasum, to make their typewriter/printer
a perfect satch for the TI-Y9/44A.

Ukile -the printer works for a number of home computers,
fAtari, NEC, etc.)} the pin cequence for diéferest systeas
requires either the knowledge to duild your own or ordering 2
specially built ome. But for 71 you can get a standard cable
with the pin sequence of 1-8 plus pin 20, The cable is
standard and sz is the price, $37.95 plus tar.

It seen thal many TI owners such as 1 felt that when the
price of the Pascal card for the Y9/4A dropped to 100 that
this peripheral was something to ke censidersd, The price
drop then coupled with the announcewent of Texas Instrumenis’
disrontinuing of the wackise was more thar a sufficient push
to cause thiz crowd to make 2 mad dash {0 purchase what was
sost likely ‘e be their last 71 wade accessory,

Many of these new Pascal card owners were probably sowewhat
ignorant fperhaps I should speak for  wyself; I was most
certainly izngorant) as to what were the capabilities,
advantages, disadvantages, availiable programs, and support
for this language. For wost purchasers of this device 1
would dare say it romains almost an entirely imactive unit
that serves only to occupy an edditional slot in  their
expansion bgx. And wby should this be a surprise; TI oaly
aver gifered but one program to make use of the Pascal card,

Ore way to wake this new little adfition to the family earn
its keep, is to write your own Pascal prograss for it. To do
this however requires the purchase nf three software packages
- the Pascal Assembler-Linker, ‘the Editar-Filer, and the
Compiler-Utility. Tae documentation provided with these is
g004 and chould set you on ycur way into the world of p-code,
The Bad news however, IS that this assortsent of software (if
you car find §t) will cost you a grand total of wearly $300.

1 #cr owe have no inteation of spending such money, nor do 1
have any present interest in learning another language, My
purchase of a p-rode card was made, besides for reasons of
being part of a mass hysteria, for the purpose of bhaving a
greater availibility and diversity of existing sottware.
Untortumatety, as was just wmeationed, TI only sells one
Pascal program.  To this dilewma there is a solution.

Please woet USUS.  Pronoumced as "ase us®, USUS stands for
the UCST p-System User’s Soziety. USUS is a user's group for
th: ULSE p-Systew. There are thousands of USUS wembers
arross the country and alse abroad, and herause p-code s
tonsidered a “pertatle” language, this club keeps company
with dozens of differest mackines as well. As you wight
expect, or at least hope so, this group has a fairly
sxtersive software library that is availiable to all wesbers
for duplicatior costs anly,

Recently USUS added the TI-99/4A to its list of supported
sachines and wost of their library has been formated to our
little compater.
