Nested loops wark wonders with aulti-dimensional
arrays, sorting, and tables, You may incorporate as many
loops inte your program as you like, just remember to
"trace’ their path to be certain that they do not
interfer with each other. Also, you could alter the
output to be any form you like, such as the following
line, which is perfectly valid:
