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GETTING THE MOST FROM YOUR CASSETTE SYSTEM: by Mickey Schmitt
NUMBER 10 '
UNDERSTANDING CASSETTE ERRDR CODES AND MESSAGES ~ PART 11l

Understanding cassatts error codes and messages is not quite as difficult as
it may seem. Unfortunately, trying to find a list of the error codas and
messages that deal specifically with the cassette recordsr has hesn a difficult
task! In doing my research for this particular article, I hava had to combine
many different sources of information - In order to be as inFormative and as
complete as possible.

Basically, cassstte error codes and messages can occur during one of two
differant types of commands. More specifically, I am referring ta the
"LOADING” ¢ OLD CS1 ) procedure and the "SAVING” ( SAUE CS51 ) arocedure.

This month I will be examining the error codes and messages that can occur
during tha "SAUVING* ( SAUE CS1 ) procedurs.

When the cassette racorder finishes saving your program — The computer will
tell you whether or not the program was recorded successfully. If the program
was recorded successfully, you would see the following massage appear on your
monitor or tv screen - After you completed the necassary stepse in the
"CHECKING” procedurs:

* DATA 0K
* PRESS CASSETTE STOQP Cs1
THEN PRESS ENTER

If, howsver, the cassette recorder did ngt successfully record your program
onto the cassette tape, an arror cccocurs and the computer prints one of the
Following messages:

* ERROR -~ NO DATA FOUND * ERROR IN DATA DETECTED
PRESS R TO RECORD Cs1 PRESS R TO RECORD Ccs1
PRESS C TO CHECK PRESS C TO CHECK
PRESS E TO EXIT PRESS E TO EXIT

When this occurs -~ You have a choice of using one of the following three
cptions: Note, howsvar, that ths single-letter responses ( R - C - E ) that
you type in at this time must ba in upper-case charactsasrs!

l. Press R to repeat ths recording procedurs. However, befors repeating this
procedure, check to make sure that you have put the cassette taps in
correctly — And that there is enough blank tape left on thes cassatts tape
in which to record the program on. Then follow the directions as they
appear on your monitor or tv screen.

2. Press C to check the data you hava read into memory. At this point you
may wish to adjust your cassatts recorder’s voluma control and tone
satting. Then follow the directions as they appsar on your monitor or tuv
screaen,

Jd. Press E to exit from tha saving procedure. At this time another error
message is displayed, indicating that the cassatte recorder did not
properly save your program onto the cassetts tape.

* WARNING:
CHECK PROGRAM IN MEMQRY
* 1/0 ERRQOR 68

If 1/0 ERROR €6 appears, scmething definitely went wrong. but DON'T PANIC!
Genmrally speaking, when ths error massage "ERROR - NO DATA FOUND” cccurs -
The computer did not recognize the cassatta recorder at all during the “SAUE
"SAVE CS1” routine. 0On tha othser hand - When tha srror massage "ERROR IN DATA
DETECTED” occurs - The computer recognized only part of the data that the
cassette recorder was sending to the computer. When this happens, recheck your
Cassette rscorder’s voluma control and tone setting. Then recheck your
Cassetta cabls. Make surs that both snds of the cable are attached tc the
computer and to tha cassstte recorder. While you are at it - Make sure that
the color-coded wires leading to the cassette recorder are connected carrectly.
The cassette recorder will not operate properly if the color-coded wires are
reversad!

Next month I will continue with the topic of understanding cassetts srror
codes and messages. More specifically I will be giving you a general list of
arsas that should be checked when cassstte error codes and messagas appear.
