Getting Down to Basice: PRobert tee Hoffpauer

The cisplect progras structure ic the sequence — one instruction after anpthor, aftor ancther. and o on.  The computer
nil! perfors the inetrurtione in sequence from beginning *o end without deviation. However, there are times when it
would be convenient o deviate from the zeouence.  BASIC has verv few control structures to accomplish these deviations,
but what ic provided ic snough., We brieflv disrucsed eubroutines 1act month - suhrqubines zllow ve to write 3 segment
of inetructione 3¢ 3 seperate mndule, call that module from somewhera slee in the prograe, then when the spdule has  been
performed, we are returned back to whore we were.  This is about as faney as if gets, folks, =0 enjov it,

There are, however, come fundamental progran control structuree that cose inte nlay — and suth sore frequently than
stbroutines. This ponth I want to discuse loone and looping constructs.  Logpe are sienly 2 way of perforsing 2 segment
of instructions repeatedly., 71 BASIC, and sost other BASIC: only provide ope (1) beilt in leceping construct — the
FOR-TC-NEXT control ztruzture. Exasple ! i3 3 sample of 3 FOR loon that exscutes it’c code eight times — it reads dats
frem 2 data statement into an elesent of an array -- 2 different clenent each time through the loop.  To repeatedly
nerform cose set of ctatements ie called iteration, :

Locps can be nested like a set of little bovee that fit incide one ancther. The cnly criteria iz that an inner loop
eust terminate betore it’c outer loop terminates. Example 2 is a sasple of loope nested to twa levels,  The subject of
FOR loops i covered in your User'c Reference Buide starting on page !I-53.



The FOF loop is 2 counted loan, in that it will iterate a snecified number of times, There are alsa indefinite lome
that iterste until 3 epecific condition is met, and infinite loope that iterate forever.  Since nobodv setz cut to
create an infinite Isop, let’c cover indefinits loops. There are twe types of indefipite loope — top-tested and hottom
tected, A top-tested loop will evaluate the ‘condition’ zet up by the programser before any of the loop-statements 2re
executed; a botom-tested lovp will oerform the loop-ctatements before checking the condition. A top-tested logn  may
never eierute any of *he lopp-statesents if the coadition for entry into the loop i never met: a bottom-tected loop will
alwave execute the lnop-ctatements at least once, and, if the conditione are ast, will repeat them one ar amore tisec.
Diaprams | % 2 illustrate the twe looping comstrocts,

In designing an indefinite lcop, whether top or bottom-tested, it 1= often the practice to zet a flag impediately befora
ar just after entry into the lgop.  The flag might be set initially to zero, then later in the lann-statements it can be
incremented if cose action has heen taken, and then used 2= the test-condition for sxiting or continuirg the loop. A
+1ap it simply 2 variszble set up by the progranmer for use 3= an indizater of what hit happened. s an enaeple (eraaple
$3) of 1 programeer designing his own indefinite loop, and veing 3 flag 2e the condition for erit, 1 will re-write the
BUBBLESORT subroutine from the Auguet meeting, In thiz exasple I have an indefinite outer loop containing = counted
inner lpap.  FLAE is spt to 2era at entry intn the outer loom.  If during one pase thru the data, an exchange it made,
then FLAG it incremented,  After the counted inner 1gop ic coeplete, FLAG ic checked to see if there were anv  exchanges
during the paee, If there werpany ovchanges made, the outer loop repeate by re-setting FLAB to zers.  1f there were
nat, the lict must be in corted order, so ke can leave the loop in line 1110, sumping to the first statement follawing
the loop.  Happy trails!
