DISK DRIVES
By Jim Ness
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It°s funny {(at least to me),
but there are lots of people who
seem to know lots of stuff about

their computers, and all those tiny
chips, and how the bhits and byvtes
are handled. And- there seems to be

next to nobody that knows anything
atout disk drives. and how they
wotrk.  Sensing  this huge gap in
man®'s knowl edge, I decided to

figure out what makes them tick.
The great thing about disk
drives is that they can fimd files
buried randomly within & huge field
of data, and  they do it pretty

fast. Actually, they can do it wo
fast because it’s not at all
random.

The mechanical concept is mot
all that complicated. A small

motor spins at 200 rpm (at least in
this country, with its &0 hr power
supnly), and there is a tiny
stepping motor attached to a
read/write head. A stepping motor
is a common  item in  indexing
applications, where vyou want a
motor  to move a precise distance
and stop on a dims. The read/write
head is just & smaller version of

what vyou have on a caszette
recorder.
The stepping motor “steps”

the head from track to track on a

disketrte. The tracks are
concentric circles, not a long
spiral as vou would Have on an
album.

All of this is ultimatly
controlled by the disk software
provided with YOLIF troamputer.
Usnally this is located in ROM
within the machine. In most
machines., the RO is anly

sophisticated enough to load in the
official Lisk Operating Svstem
(DOS) which is located on the disk
in ftne drive when tne machine 1s
turned on. The DOS contains all
the file handling software,

copying software, etc, and because
it i mn diglk, it camn be easily
modified and/or updated as time
Qoes by.

Our friends at Tl decided to
put the whole thing in ROM, which
has a few bad side effects. First,
it makesg 1t hard to update and
improve the software, wlich is
located in the Disk EController
Card, Second. although the machine
is a &4k machine, just like all the
others, T1 has set aside =0 much
memary for special purposes, that
there is only 32k left to play
with. They set aside 8k for
cartridges, 4k +or disk drive, 4k
for RSZIZ2/PIO cards, 4k for the
Operating SBystem (cant complain
about that one), and 8k for various
interfaces (speech, sound, VDF).
0¥  those are all good applications
to have, but if you don’t use them,
you still can™t use that memory for
other things.

Anyway, all of the
caontrolling software for the
TI?S/44 is located in the ROM card,
as I said. This softwars tells the
step motor when to step to the next
track, when to return to  the
beginning, stc.

There is no standard for how
a computer keeps track of data. In
the case of TI, theres is :a
directory of existing files, and a
map of where they are located, at
the beginning of each disk. These'
filaes are not necessarily &ll in
complets groups. I+ vou delete a
12 sector file from a disk, there
is & 12 sector gap recorded in the

map. Then if vou add a 20 sector
file, the software will put the
first 12 sectors 1in the gap. and

put the rest in the first available
spot. When you ask for a file that
is broken up this way, vyow can hear
the disk head scooting along to
read each individual segment.
Because the disk drives
themselves are pretty standard,
there are a few thinas that don’t
thange. For instance, there are 48
tracks per inch in most 5 1/4°
systems (There 1is a new 94 TPI
system around, not TI compatible).
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‘Ang most systems only use IS5 or 40
of the availahle 48 tracks. Thera
are either 9 or 18 sSectors per
track {single or double dernsity).
Each sector holds 286 bytes of
data. And the standard design
atlows 290,000 bits per second to
be written.

Wow, vou say, ZS50k! That 1is
about 25k bytes per second, right?
How come I cam rot'load a 25k pgm
in ane second. then?

Two reasurs. First, as 1
zaid, the transfer of datsa is
actually controlled by the ROM
software in the TI99/44. And to be
as good as it iz, it had to be a
little bit slow. Mat REAL slow
(anyons ever use a [C&4 disk
drive?), but not asz fast as it
could  be, The second reason also
has to do with software, but it is
& universal problem associated with
single density storage.

The major differencs

coded. Im order for the software
to keep track of where the read
head is leocated on a particular
tract, there are clock or synch
bits laid down with the data bits.
In the old fashioned sinnle density
farmat, a2 synch bit was laid down
anead o+ each "0 bit, =0  thers
werse naver  two "0Y bits in & row.
That kent the software from getting

lost if there were a lot of "o
bits in series. Futting all  those
synch  bits  on the disk took up a

tremsndous  amount of
shotlld bhe used for data.
o, some genius came up with
A way of encoding the clock bits in
Wit  the data bits, s that no
Wnnecessary space was lost.  Voila,
double density storage was born!
And double density, as  used with
the Corcomp software, is zaid to
increase transfer speed by at least
BOXL, mostly because the mumber of
bits to transfer is cut way down.

2 much For the exciting
story of double density versus
single agensity. How about double

sided versus single sided? Well,

obviously, it regqulres two
read/write heads in the drive. Did
you know that when reading a disk,

the software reads, first, a track

from s=side one, then the opposing
track from side two, and continues
back and Forth? You didn’t know

that? There is a simple reason  for
going it that way.

The disk head needs something
to keep the disk stationary against
it. In a sinyle =zided drive, thers

is &« small arm hglding the back

side of the disk againet the head.
In & double sided drive, that arm
would be in the way of the back
side read/write head. S0 the

solution was to use the two heads,
directly acrpss from one another,
to hold the disk in place. In
order to keep them acroszs from  ane
another, they alternate reading or
writing as I said above, Very
interesting, right? So if vou wreck
one =ide of & dbl wsided disk, vyou
can kiss the whole thing goodbye,
