1% DOES use low current chips, not those
high power DRAM units. [ se2 a lot of
articles stating that if you CALL
LOAD(-31878,8) that XB programs will run
faster, This works on the old version
of XB, because version {10 already has
-31878 set to @. This is the location
containing the number of sprites
available in XB, s0 Yyou can see that
sometimes you would not want it set to
@. How about a high speed cassette
loader for those of you that still use
cassette. A program written by Clyde
Colledge does just that. It loads vyour
normal program in just half the time it
would take normally. The program uses
the very same commands as Tl cassette
routines. Also, it stays in memory even
if you hit TFUNCTION QUIT'. Just enter
"CALL LINK("ON™® and you are ready to
go. You have to turn the power off to
get rid of it. This program may be had
from the West Penn 99'ers group. Now a
reminder of something that perhaps many

of us already know but forget that it is
there. There is a peripheral with 8K
that 1is available to you Trom Mini-mem.
1t is called EXPMEM!., It is not told
about in the manual, but they tell about
EXPMEMZ. HNow, tell me really, doesn't
the fact that it is followed by a 'Z’
cause you to wonder if there isn’'t 3 e
file somewhere?? Well, there is., It is
located in the 8K of low memory section
of the 32K card. Whereas, EXPMEMZ is
located in the 24K high memory section
of the same card. One word of caution,
if you have something stored in this
area, you cannot use 'CALL INIT' or it
is GONE. You can use it as a small file
area and define all parameters just as
you for disk. Well, with that little
tidbit, I'm finished for this session.

LIBRARY BITS

The primary expansion of our library has
been in the area of Freeware.
Fortunately for us, there is a
continuous flow of new programs marketed
under the Freeware concept. When these
programs are added to our library, they
become available to our members who,
hopefully, will compensate the program
creators for programs they find usefull.

FREEWARE 28 contains a DIS/VAR E@ file
listing many Freeware programs available
today, along with a brief description of
gach program. This file can be printed
with T! WRITER and will inform you of
many (but not all) Freeware programs
available today.

Tl ARTIST is a graphics program that is
popular with many of our members. In
addition to being able to create your
ocwn computer graphics with this program,
there is a growing 1list of ready-made
graphics available. Qur library
contains four disks called TI ARTIST1
through TI ARTIST4 each of which
contains 14 pictures which can be used
with TI ARTIST. These pictures Can be
viewed on the screen, or can be
reproduced on your printer in three
sizes of magnification.

These graphics can be used "as is", or
they can be modified with TI ARTIST.
You can add text to some of the graphics

TAMING YOUR GORILLA

Do you have one of those? It just won’t
do what vyou want it tal! Well, perhaps I
can help. After some time spent looking
through the manual, (if you den't care
what you call it}, I found that I didn't
know anymore about my son's gorilla than
he did. 1 called Leading Edge some time
back, and they sent me a program that
supposedly would help, HELP! Recently, I
purchased a book from Radio Shack that
had been marked down, (the only time to
buy), that contained information on their
many various assorted printers. Ch,
hadn't 1 mentioned we’re talking about
the Gorilla Banana printer? Well, it
seems that many of the printers may have
several things in common even though made
entirely for somecne else. To get on
with why I'm writing this article, I have
made some discoverys that may help some
of you in your effort to use the Gorilla
for something besides a paper weight.
First off, I don't know if the serial and
the parallel versions are the same or
not. The one we have is the serial
version. You can get what looks like a
Eurcpean/special characters set by using

PRINT CHR%(n), where n has a value from -

160 to 194, This I found by trial and
error, but was pointed out in the book on
R/S printers. 1If you are interested in
all points addressable graphics, (why
else did you buy it?), I discovered by
studying the listing that Leading Edge
sent we and the R/S book some interesting
commands as follows:

CHR4$!8) - Enter graphics mode

CHR$(15) - Reset to normal (1@ cpi)
CHR$(28) ,CHR$(n!) ,CHR${n2) - Repeat print
data, where  nil=number of desired
character to be printed, and n2=ASCII
value of the character desired printed.

For instance, FRINT CHR#(28) jPRINT
CHR$(20@) ;PRINT CHR$(193), will print a
double line useing the { and €4 dots, the
128 is added to tell the printer of the
correct graphjcs code. It should not do
anything if you gave it 65 only.
Characters are 7 dols high by 6 dois wide
giving, 46@ dct columns per 8.5 inch page.
Now to determine the column number, which
ranges frem 128 +to 255, we use the

following format.

SOFTMARE REVIEMS: Jack Tophas

Back in May 1985, [ reviewed saveral DATA BASE MANAGEMENT
prograss  and concluded that ACDRNYY was the one to beat.
