[ tested the Svquest EZ DRIVE on my Geneve the other day.

1} 1t is a SCSI drive. it comes in internal or external models.

2) It is a cartridge drive. The cartridges are removable and they store a maximum of 127 megabytes
(135 unformatted}

3) You can set any SCSI address on the drive. For compatibility with the Geneve. vou can set them to
SCS81, SCS2. SCS3 (addresses 0. 1. or 2 respectively)

+) You can use MYS to format the drive automatically. The format takes
approx 5-7 minutes and the drive is quite fast as a media storage device. Faster than many SCSi
drives on the market.

3) It is a true random access device. and it is also a true removable device. Hence it is a cheap way to
store and backup vour system files. but it is just as good to use as a main hard disk.

6) In fact. there is no reason why the EZ drive sheuld not be the only SCSI hard disk vou own, if yvou
want unlimited storage for low cost. ‘

Drive is approx. $200.00, cartridges are approx. $20.00 apiece. There are plans to implement targer
capacity cartridges in the future.

The EZ drive is available in [DE or SCSI. Get the SCSI since it is fully interchangeable with PC,
Macintosh, and Geneve (TI as well) and you can keep seperate cartridges on hand for their respective
operating systems. The drive operates with an AC adapter (external) five volts DC, using a

special DIN connector. The Drive connects to SCSI using alternative two connectors. These are the 50
pin TELCO (or Centronics style) connectors found on many external tape drives and CD ROM drives. It
is not the same as the ZIP drive (which uses a DB-25 Apple connector) You will be able to connect to the
drive using a ribbon-cable crimp style connector which will connect to the back of your SCSI card. IF you
are not going to attach any other devices, you need cither a pass-thru terminator or an end terminator on
the drive. Iused a pass-thru which worked fine,

Using the drive: Since the drive works like any other hard drive, I assign a letter to the drive, and used
MKDIR (MD) to make a directory on the drive, and used the XCOPY utility to backup entire directories
from my other hard drives, In fact, it is MUCH WISER to use this than tape backup, since tapes are just
as expensive and the drives are costly as well. And, you don't need special software, just MDOS and 2
SCSI card.

You can load and run programs from off the drive, and it works like any other hard disk. Some rules to
follow:

1) Don't remove media from the drive 1n the mickile of a session. if you change media, please reboot with
a hard reset. This will guarantee that there are no problems with MDOS getting confused.

2) After formatting with MY'S, be sure to reboot the system so MDOS is aware of the 8:1 sector per AU
ratio. If you don't you will only have a 32 megabyte drive. PLEASE do this, ¢cven of you usc CFORM
with MFM drives. MDOS will work fine only after rebooting.

3) DON'T expect to clone one cartridge to another, you can't use a diskcopy command with this drive. If
vou want to clone a cartridge. o it little by little using floppies or another hard drive and xcopy. or get
another EZ drive. You can have more than one in the system.

4) There are other drives on the market. ZIP drives (100 megabytes) are fine but they only support SCSI
address 5 or 6. the JAZ drive, a 1-gigabvte rigid removable media drive will atlow any SCS1 address,
and should be a fine drive for use with the Geneve.

—If you decide to invest in an EZ drive, rest assured, it works fine with the Geneve. Have fun and don't
sway up (0o late!



Color and Speech Using the Terminal Emulator II Module

termunal Emulator 1. the main terminal program for the TT 99/4A. will respond to most of the
standard ASCTI screen format codes. However. there are additional codes which will allow vou 1o make
these machines change screen colors and talk (if the 99/4A has an attached Speech Synthesizer).

There are two or three ways to run these codes. -You can use the kevboard. use TI-Writer. or use the
CHRS$ function in T1 Basic. For this explanation, we'll start by using ASCI numbers in decimal form.
We'll also show you how to use the TEIT and TI-Writer kevboards to do the same thing. Remember that
TI-Writer has a Special Character Mode that allows vou to type in “invisible” control characters. Tyvpe in
a Centrot -U to go to that mode.

First. the most basic codes (which should work anywhere. by the way).

ASCII | will place cursor at the upper left corner of the screen. its HOME position. Use Control -A in
TEIL and CHRS(1) in BASIC. In TI-Wriler, it’s Shifl -A in special mode.

ASCII 12 does the same thing, but also clears the screen. Control -L in TEH, CHR$(12) in BASIC,
Shift -L in TI-Writer special mode.

- ASCII 7 is the old teletype BELL command. Tt will produce a beep from your monitor. Control -G in
TEII, CHR$(7) in BASIC, Shift -G in TI-Writer special mode,

First, a note on TEII protocol manual. Almost all of the numbers are in hexadecimal. Also, when it
talks about sending “bytes,” it usually means characters. When a bvte is represented in binary—
001101 16-—they split it into two nybbles—001 1 0110—turn that into a hex byte --36—which finally
equals decimal 54, or ASCII character “6”.

To change TEII screen colors, you start with the “Extended Write.” That's the way TI describes the
series of characters you have to give to the software to carry out 2 command. The Extended Write starts
with these ASCII characters:

|27{71{12727(40 .... and ends with these: {2741

Let’s explain what those numbers mean. The “27” represents ASCII character 27, called the
"ESCAPE” character. The “71” is ASCII character number 71, a capital “G”. This follows for all the
numbers in the list.

After the “40”, you put a character to icll TEI! what you want to do. Then, more characters to give
TEM exact instructions, then the “27” and “41~ to tell TEII to start carrying out the instructions.

Remember, to send an extended write to TEIIL, you must start with these ASCII numbers:
[27|71i127127}40

...and end with these:

27141

To change screen colors, you must put three characters after the “407: a “43”, to tell TEII what you

want to do, then a character to represent the color letters you want, and another character for the screen
color you want.



To change your screen colors, first you need this list of color codes:

To set screen colors with Terminal Emulator [1. vou need to send the right series of characters. Let's
say vou want to have white letters on a dark blue screen. Here is the extended write you need:

The second way: in TEII, type these characters:

The third way, in TI-Writer, is the same as iﬁ TEI, except for the Escape characters. In TEIL they're
typed in with Control-Period. In TI-Writer, you go to Special Character Mode by typing a Control-U, type
a Function-R, then 2 Control-U again to get back to Standard Mode

Remember, to send an extended write to the TEII, you must start with these ASCII numbers:

Also remember that the character after the |40} (left parenthesis, which is ASCII mumber 40) tells TEII
what to do. Give it a certain character. and it will tell TEIH to send data following the character to the
Speech Synthesizer. This can be done two ways:

To speak text (which must be in upper case) and display it a1 the same time, the character must be a
“&", an ampersand, ASCII number 38.

To speak text without puiting it on the screen (again, the text must be in upper case), the character must
be a :*”, an apostrophe, ASCII number 39.

So, if you want to send a talking message, follow the instructions as the color changes, except put in a
character with ASCII number 38 or 39 in place of the 43 ("+”, a plus sign), and mstead of the Two
characters to set screen colors, place your text, in upper case, that the remote 99/4A will say.
