NULTIFLAK IN 80 COLEINNS:

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I A FULL PAGE NIDTH DRANING PROGAMN
a short review by Charles Good

In this newsletter issue we are publishing some Infocos
gase maps created with a public domain “artist® program that
is somewhat resegbles CAD {computer assisted drawing)
programs on other computers. The software was given ic se
bearing the name AUTOCAD on the disk, although this name is
not used in the prograe docs. These docs bear no author nase
or .date and refer to the sofiware name siaply as “DRAW".

DRAY icads and autostarts from the E/A moduie (ERSH, er
Funneweh lcader 7, This is cne of the very few arograms that
boots fros nusber 7 of the Funneiweb (v8.1x} Loaders memu.
There are different versions of DRAW for those with PID and
with RS23Z printers. 1 have had no trouble with the PIO
version, but I have been told that one individual witha TI
ispact printer has not been able to get the RS23Z version to
work properly with that printer. ! am unable to check this
out myself, since nobody in @y user group has am RE232
printer.

With ORAM vyou have, in black and white only, very
cosplete pixel by pixel control using either the joysticks or
the arrow keys. Drawings are 480 pixels wide by 192 pixels
kigh. This is the FULL WIDTH of an 8 /2 inth piece of
paper. Few other "artist" software packages for the TI allow
you to use the full width of your printer paper' You window
right/lett one pixel at a time on the display screen, and
there is 2 special "page locator” symbol at the top of the
scroen  which slowly moves right and left to give you an
indication of what you are seeing in relation to this 480
width. If the page locator is im the center top of the
screen this means that there are 112 pixels to the left and
another 112 pixels to the right of what you can see on the
sonitor,

Although DRAW graphics are only 192 pixels high, the same
as TI ARTISY, vyou can completely i1l a printed page with
what looks like one single graphic. You load one full width
DRMWE- graphic from disk {a 49 secior file) and dump it to &
printer. You can them load another DRAW graphic and dump it
" IMMEDIATELY below the first graphic on the same sheet of
paper. You can it four of these graphics one below the
other onto & single {! inch sheet of paper in such a way that
you can’t tell where one ends and the next hegins.

- lings ONE PIXEL HIGH can be added ar subkracted fres
the eatire graphic, moving EVERYTHING up or down by one pixel
at & time,

Saving and loading DRAW graphics to and from disk is
easy. You use FCTN/B or FUCTN/7 and enter the file name.
Unfortunately these graphic files appear incompatibie with
othar “artist® graphic formats and you can’t view the
graphics with MAX-RLE,

BRAM appears to be very usefu! for fuil page width maps,
circuit  diagrass, flow charts, ete.  User groups  (not
individuals) can ohtain a copy of DRAW by sending a disk and
paid return mailer to the Lima User Group, P.0.

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N CHANGING NULTIPLAN DEFAULTS

Lisa 3hig User Broup

SCREEN COLORS:

To aost people background and tent colors are a satier of
perscnal preference, and those that noraally appear when
Multiplan is first booted are quite arceptable. However, to
users of black and white T¥s or teo Geneve or AVPD users with
80 coluan monochrome monitors, changing screen colors can
make a hig difference in screen tegibility. Upon powering up
the Multiplan module and before pressing <ENTER> to boot the
Multiplan systes disk, screen colors can be thanged by
pressing the space bar several tiges. The first press doms

nothing, Subsequent presses cycle through a set of
predetersined colors, One of these predeterained color
cobinations is black on white, which is usable with

#OROChrose monitors.,

Multiplan powerup and "spacebar® color combinations are
detersined by the mvdule and not by the Multiplan systea
disk. Thus, the only way Lo permanently alter the powerup
color cophinaten 1is to use 4 gram device such & P-Gram card
or 3 bram Kracker. These all allow you to dump the Nultiplan
spduie to disk. The powerup color combination is at byte »Di
of the first sector of the highest rusbered Multiplan aodule
disk file <{the file that ends with the number 4. If you
load the wneodified Muliiplan sodule files into & gram device
and  then use the device’s memory editor, the smemory location
to change is g40CR. Changing either of these to "Fiv will
produce 2 white on black display that is perfect for
BOROCATamE BoNitors.

DATA DRIVE NUMBER:

As Multipian is initiaily set up, you are expected to use
DSK! for bath the system disk and your dats disks, switching
disks as needed. Instructions on page 13 of the Haltiplan
manual tell you hos to temporarily change the dats dick drive
to BSK2 or DSKI. This can be made persanent by using a
sector editor (DISK FATLK of Funnelweb, or Birdweli's Disk
hilities are good for this) to change the second sector of
the MPINTR file an the systee disk, In ASCII look for *DSKI®
and change the | ta the drive nuaber you desire for use by
your data disk,

PRINTER NAME:

The original Multiplan systea disk, when it is unpacked
froe the Multiplan box, sete Multiplan up for use by the TI
impact priner, whose name starts with RS232. The only way I
know to change this printer nage to PID (pr sorething elsa}
is to use a sector editor and edit the same sector that is
sentioned above (second sector of MPINTR disk filed. Look im
ASCII for text that starts with RS232. Change this to PIO
and delete the rest of the original printer nase with spaces,

The advantages of belonging to a user group is to obtain
help and inforsation from ether users on using procrass and
the use of your computer. To gain knowledge from ong another
about prograging, Yo discuss problems vou are having and
gbtain kelp to resalve those problems, Ancther big advantage
ot being a member of a user group is the use of the club’s
disk and cassette library, and to exchange programs with
other users. The newsietter that your club produces gives
help too. If your club has 2 newsletter, chances are it
sxchanges newsletters from other user groups., If you read
all these newsietters you will gain a broader undersianding
on the use of vour cosputer and how to use varigus prograss.

Now that I have listed some of the advantages of being a
sember af a user group, I would like tu suggest ways to kesp
that growp active. First of all I would suggest that there
should be a program chairman, and that he delegates different
sesbers to demonstrate at least one program at each aeeting.
Copies of the prograe that is being demonstrated should be
available on disk and cassettes so that those sttending the
desonstration can go home end try it themselves, These can
be =old for fost + a small profit for the club. Try and get
every megber involved into this project. This wili get the
inactive nmembers to attend if they have bheen asked to
desonstrate a prograe, We can all gain and need each other,
When asking help from each aember, you make them foel nesded
and an essewtial part of the group.

If the number of people attending your seetings are few,
and seer to be getting fewer, assign a telephone coseittee to
call and remind people nf the seetings and what the prograa
will be. This is particulary imporiant for seabars who
seldoa attend. The club’s library which includes ths disk
library as well as a library of newsletters, A catalog
should be available of the club’s disk library. Hewsletters
of other user groups should be wmade and be available to those
reguesting it. Library material should be readily accessed
by all mesbers, There is usually not enough time at the
seetings to read all the material, therefore an organized
library check put system should be emploved on a tise limit
basis.

Workshops should be included in your programs.  These
work sessions can include a wide range of subjects, One of
the apst important of thes that should be scheduled op a
regular basis is programing. It doeesn’t hurt to have
parties. It doesn’t hurt to get mesber’s aates invelved.
The 1ast thing I would like to remind those in charge of
seetings is that you want to leave every mesber who attends a
seeting satistied, as they go hose, that they hive gained
sosething for attending the seeting. This will make sach
sesber to look forward in attending the next seeting.
