Starting off,
I have tried Mdos 1.14 found it
vorks fine, except after a while
seemed to do funny things to my
ramdisk.

ramdisk, and Mdos &to run more
advanced programs? Sure, at this|
time there aren’t many, but this!
could all change shortly. Even

the Mac had 2 to 5 years before
it had a software base to
compete with the PC type
machines.

Now, lets look at hard
drives. For alot of people they
won’t be necessary but, for a
few people they may. What you
have to look at is the value.

If you need disk storage of lets

say a couple of disks you can
get by with just a ramdisk.
But, if you are going to be
doing anything that requires

very large stores of data and
you need to look at this data in
many different ways then you may

need a hardrive. Let’s say you
need to look at 2meg of data.
and you need to project
different out 1looks of this
data. You would need at lease 2.
1.5meg ramdisks, the price of
approximately $588 dollars a

piece which adds up to $1002.00.
To set up a hard drive you need
a hard drive controller and at
this time there is only the
Myarc hard disk controller at
$299_95. You will also need a
harddrive for $359. 9=
holds about 20meq of
storeage. Also,
and power supply
$142.95 and lastly
cables for hard disk
the grand total for 28meg of
hard disk storage is $B34.80.
Wher you look at it this way the
hard disk is cheaper in the long
run. But, how many of us really
need this kind aof storage. Most
of us can get by with just a
ramdisk or two . For me, right
now I just can’t justify a hard
drive. Perhaps in the future 1
may. All this is jusl to say,
you have to plan more and more
these days, choose your hardware
wisely.

Many times 1 need to use
TI-Artist and a 1lot of times
while using software to do the
newsletter i’m in Extended
Basic. For convenience I have a
special disk with a formatted
version of Artist to run on
drive number 53 . Dn the Geneve
drive number S5 is built in the
system, but vyou could do the
same thing with any ramdisk on
the 99/4A as well. I also have
on my disk a batch file that
does a diskcopy of of this disk

from drive one to five. I do
this from Mdos, then run the
batch file on my system that

runs GPL and XB .

On my menu program I have two
programs one is call ARTLD and
the other is a file that loads a
disk called FONT. To locad the

disk called GRAPHICS LDADER and
loades with DSK.FONT.LDOAD, which
has FONT WRITER II, MACFLIX,
GRAPHICS EXPANDER, ARTIST
ENLARGER, TI-ARTIST AT DRIVE 5,
PICASSO . The file at the right
is the file 1 have in drive

number & ARTLD which is setup to
load TI-ARTIST at drive #35.
using EXTENDED BASIC.

The program looks at drive #5
to see if it can find a program
named ARTIST if it can’t +Find
it. Then it goes to to line #12
and loads the sub routine called
RET which tells you that it
couldn’t +find TI-ARTIST then it
returns you back to the starting

menu. If it Finds the Ffile
named ARTIST then it loads
TI-ARTIST. I believe you could

also use this on a 99/4A roger.

You'll notice that the third screen is now available as user options
instead of the ROS's CALLMAMES. Most will welcome the extra nine
options but some #ill miss having their calls available. ¥ell, you
tan now put a CALLNAME in a user option as in the above exampie.
Aleo, the CALL MBR and CALL TD routines are no longer used, but you
tan use this feature (exaspler C HER) or use the *K* option to

run your call,

You can still press and hold the SHIFT key down when going inte extended
basic to carry your colors with you, but new, the default action can be
tailored to your preference by pressing the 'I° key, Be sure and save
MENL (with F3/F9) to make your preference persanent.

I’ve recently recieved a PERAN card from Bud Mills Services, and 1 was so
inpressed by the quality of the card and it’s usefulness, that alot of
the changes asde to MENU were done to take advantage of the PERAN.

The 'C' option looks through all possitle grom zddress’s and will cycle
through thea as you press *6°. I have the IB and EA carts in the PGRAN,
and to toggle between thes I just press 6, Also, you'll notice that on
carts with aultiple title names, you will cycle through thea also instead
of just catching the first one. FEven if you dor’t have a PERAN, this
option allows you to run any of the 7 headers in 11 Writer, for example.

I don’t want to sound like a comsercial for Bud, but I’ve been really
inpressed by only two products in the last & years. 1 wrote about
the first one when I recieved Horizon Raadisk serial nuaber 18, and

I plan on uploading impressions of this PERAM soon.
