While Charles hasn’t given me exact reasons why the program hasn’t been finished - I personally believe it
is because the program tries to do too many new things at the same time. The problem from the beginning is that
the program is t0o complex to be understood in its entrety by a single person - even a person with Charles’
prodigious programming talents.

The TI community has arached almost mythic importance 1o this program over the last two years. I've
heard many people say it was the only reason they still owned a TI-99/4A. Geneve owners have repeatedly
painted it as the savior for this embattled computer. While I'm flattered, I really don’t think our community is
going to live or die by this one program. While Press promised to revolutionize word processing - the most
popular application of our computer - we still have a selection of good word processing programs. It's not as if
there is no word processing software for our machine. Even if we can’t release Press, Asgard Software can at
least extend the capabilities of the word processors we have. Our Spell It/ spelling checker is just the first program
in a series of programs that will bring the T/-Writer standard up to modern day expectations. If we can’t bring
~ Press to the TI community, we can at least bring ideas from it - Spell It/ is comparable to the spelling checker we
planned for Press in every way.

This letter is more then a mea culpa, however. There are a number of practical considerations that have to -
be made. Enclosed please find your original check or money order. Fortunately, for many, the money you spent
on Press never left your bank account! Thank you for your support, and I hope we can help you in the-furare get
more use and enjoyement from your TI-99/4A or Myarc Geneve 9640. : .
