Take your pick. Pharoah's Tomb and Battle Over Titan, from Millers
Graphics, are both fun games,

In Pharoah's Tomb, you have a party of 5 people that must salvage
treasure from a tamb, For every 10 treasures you dig up and advance
1 level. This program does not require fast reflexes, but does test
your memory and requires some stragegy. Color graphics and dynamic
sound add to the superiority of this program.

On the scale of 1 te 4, Pharcah's Tomb receives:

4 ROSES (Excellent)

While Pharoah's Tomb relies on strategy and memory, Battle Over Titan
requires fast reflexes. For each Torge craft you annihilate, you
receive 500 points. TPor every 20,000 yvou get an extra fighter.
