1In short it is & qraphics
production progran amd TI-ARTIST Plus is a later verison
of the previous TII-Artist program. Host (features
available {a TI-MRTIST are present in TI-ARTIST Plus with
nany nev add{tions!

TI Artist Plas comes on three disks instead of just the
one disk as {t did origimally. The program is so packed
with featuras it {s impossible to review it bere without
writicg a manwal, so I will try o cover just the kigh

points {n the program. The program actually consists of
separate progran ncdules providing differsat functions.
The different pragram modules include Artist, Canverts,
Enhancement, Fonts, INPUT DSE, Novies, Print and Vectors,
and these seiections appear on the first memu of the

rogran,

The Artist section is more or less the main section of the
progran. This s wxhere you create jyour picture. Once
entering the Artist section you bave a meot sade of icons
(symbols indicating the function of the selection) where
you say choose the draw sede desired. For sxample, you
aay wish to simply draw llines with the joystick or you say
wish to draw clrcles, squares, boxes, etc.... Yot say
¥ish to change colors of what you are drawing or select 2
different type paistbrush. You may wvaat to make a airrer
{nage of what you are drawing or even zoca in on a sectlon
and mske a very detailed drawing. [f you have trouble
drawing a straight line a feature is availabie here to
belp you out! Host of the original functions are
available here but iz additioa is the Arc function which
ullows the drawing of a curved line plus Circle and Disc
and have hesn enhaaced to allow the drawing of elipses as
well as circles. '

In the Converts sections are the options to load pictures
created by other drawing programs. The formats supported
are Drav A Bit, Draw 1 Plot, Graphx and of course, TI
ARTIST.

The Snbancemest sectfon has various featares {a it
{ncluding moving and copying sectlons of your pieiurs
(with or without color). This section is, also, used for
selecting siides. The slides that come with I1 Artist are
electronic synbols which can be rotated to fit in your
picture as you wish, The entire screen is serrounded by
the siides that are selectable and they can be chosen by
your joystick and moved wherever you wish. In fact, most
selections of TI ARTIST are selected by using your
joystick although the keyboard can be used.

The Vector section is really a strange additicn which
allows for special effects in your drawing, One optica in
the vector section is scaling which allows the making of
sactions af your pieturs larqer or smaller.

And if it
isa't what you were locking for or you decide you don't
really want {t after all, delete it from your library and
you aren't out any aoney, excspt for the cost of
downioading the file, {f you got it via a moden.

Fairevars s keown by several diffsreat names. They
include  Freeware, Shareware, Irialware, Fairware,
Fajreware (the spelling I prefer), ote..., but none of
then s known as Public Domain! MNer are they comserciai,
you know, buy the program, and if you don't ifke it, too
bad.

Faireware Dhas beep around almest as long as the home
cosputer has been argund. If 1t wasa't for the Faireware
concept, our computer probably would have disappeared frowm
the scene years ago. But, thanks to people Iike Barry
Boone, Paclo Bagnaresi, John Birdwell, Charles Earl, Bill
Tnecht, Clint Pulley, William Warres, and many other, far
too nomerous to mention, we are still around, better than
aver,

Ve owe our very sxistemce to the unsung heros of the 11
community, those overvorked, and underpaid, Faireware
suthors. Which brings me te the real heart of this
article, underpaid!

How smany of us have even the vaguest {dea of what is
involved with the writing of a major progran? How many
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hours do these authors put in writing, testing, rewritiag,
retesting, sarketing, debugging, rewriting, retesting,
upgrading, sending out updates, stc... I really don't
think most authers can give you those figures, except to
say "...lots of heurs!“. DBut, there 1g more invalved nere
than just time, What aboui wear and tear on the computer,
got to memticn the authar and the author’s family. And
wbat about electricity? The last time I  checked,
efectricity still wasn't free. And what about materials?
Disks and paper aren’t free either.

knd what about the iatangibles, Iike talent, koowledge,
dedication, availability, ete? You can't put a price tag
on these fackars. And what ie the usual askiag donation?
Myxhere from §5 to §15. Of course, you can donate more,
or sven less, if your conscience so guides you to do 90,
1 can't even begin to estimate what the hourly pay is for
the average Fairewars author, but I would lay odds it is
¢nly fa the cents per hour ramge., BHaybe even {a the
fracticn of a ceat per hour range.

And vhy do they kesp doing this? I don't know, but 1 bet
gost of thea would answer something [ike they beifeve 1a
the TI-49/4h! And now, we have those same people, and
some new ones, who are doing Paireware projects for the
Geneve 9640, Come on peopls, send in the smail donations
to these suthora! We have already had soms throw in the
towel because of the raspomse by the TI community. They
don't send f{n the domation, then have the nerve to
complain to the authers that the program -deesn’'t work
right, eves though they bave had it for a long period of
tine!

Why don't we send in the donations? 1've thought about
that, and have several thoughfs on this lssue. Some, not
many, but seme, realiy cao't afford to send any cash for
many reasons, These I feel we cam excase, as I woulda't
want then to lose the use of their computer due to
financial bardships.

Then, thers are the lazy. They will, someday, if they
thiok about it. Someday never seems to come. In the
neantine they continne using the softwars. Some feel a
tinge of quilt, while the rest apparentiy do not. Mod of
course ve have those who feel the TI coamunity owes it to
thea! Unfortumately, I'm afraid we'll always have that
kind around us. They are the sane ones who feel they omn
the road, and the laws are ssant for everyone elise.

But, I fesl the largest group of non payers are those who
call” the national BBS's (Compuserve, GEnle, People Lisk,
Delphi, etc.) or who call TI BBS's via long distance, The
feeiing here is that “I had to pay for the downloadlng of
the program, so that is good emough.®! Come on mow, get
real!! Fo one tald them that they HAD to call a BBS and
downlead a program. It was done because the WATED to!

And how long does It take to downicad the average
progran? Tem ainutes or so. And the cost, well, there is

a large varishle here, depending on time of day, distance,
BB3 service, baud rate, ete, Put, [ don't belleve the
average cost of downloading the program can be more than a
fav dollars.

1 have spoke to several Fairewars authors, Jim Reiss, Don
Shorock, BJ Hathis, and Sary Cox. They all {ndicated that
the person who dowzloads a program via a ABS {s the "oma
LERSY 1ikely to pay a small domation for a pragram. These
people are the ones who apparently can most afford to pay.
If they can't, saybe they shouldn't be calling non-local
BBS's.

Jin Reiss told me that he only received anme check for bhis
program PII!  One check! Aad, that check was mime. Des
Shorock told me that he has received oo domations from
people vho downloaded his programs form enline services.
BJ Mathis told we only 2 couple of the domations she (and
her co-auther, Husband Jack) received were from pecple who
downloaded their Timp-Print from online BBS servicss,
gary Cox indicated 1t wasn't a problem with him, as his
programs wers from several years back, before the BB§
services became as important to the TI community as they
are today.

I would hate to see all 8BS services go to the sxtreme:
that Delphi has, but it may be necessary. Delphi charges
a fer for downloading Faireware programs. It isa't a
large or uareasonable fee, but they de charge one. This
way the Pairewars author gets sometbing for his efforts.

- The persor downlcading the program still lhas the

ebligation of sending im 2is Faireware donation. Naybe
ALL the services will have t¢ go to this method. I hope
net. ¥e in the TI community have a reputaticn of beirg
cheap, and of being pirates. Isn't about time we change
this Image. Think hard, have you contributed to this
{mage? If so, then do something abont it. Send out some
donations, T0DAY! If you don't send a domation, don't use
the program anymore, and above ail, do BOT expect the
author to support your problsas,

And, as to the Faireware authers, remesher, we as 2
consuser,  expect certaln things from you, the
nerchandiser. If the software is upgraded, get the word
out t9 the consumer. Send in a netice to NICROpendim.
Cail soeme BBS's, and the national services. Lst us know!
and, doa't be afrald te ask a hamdling charge for the
apdate, after all, It does cost you §44's to do this alsa,
be responsive to our questions and probiems with your
product. Be supportive, as mest Fairware authors already
are,

Kow that I have this off ny chest, I fesl hetter. 1 just
hope sveryone reading this does some real seul searchiag.
Ve cannot afford to iose any more Falrewars authors if we
sxpect our computers to comtinue to be the success story
that they are. rememder, ft is up to each and every one
of us to dekersine the future of the TI-99/4% and the
Geneve 9640 computers. Don’t let thee down!

This program makes it easy to copy &
number of programs to caasette without spending a lot of
tine vinding asd revinding tape, loading pregrams, ste, 1
have used the program and it works very well, There are
Jome programs that are not suitable far copying, such as
programs that access data files om the disk. The dacs
explain how to recognize programs that can't be copled.

[f you have frieads who have only a cassette system and
you would like to give them seme programs, this program
can save a lot of time and effort. If you find it useful,
the author suggests that you give him some encourzgemeat
and incentive to continue his programming efforts, I
believe this programmer is the author of Hardmaster, the
sector editor for hard disk, available from Asgard. If

1 loaded SETUP/5ID intoc Funnelweb ant proceeded
to change the screen coler from P4 to 17. While I was at
t£, 1 also edited the Default drive to DSI2. 1 saved the

file and taen loaded RAGPATCH thru the Optiom 5 Iloader

Presto, in a matter of seconds, the patch was sade, dow !
o longer meed to use the space bar to obtain the colors I
vant and no need to wse a sector editor to permanently
change the default drive.

I'n sure | will never write a patch (which is what the
docs for RAGPATCH are expiaining) since I don’t understand
assenbly language. However, I was happy to have the patch
avallable to edit and use. Alse included 1z a patch for
setting up Hard disks and RAN disks.
