0id Color Tip

On some programs (such as BAILEY calendar, etc.) the
author setz the scresn backgroumd ta bhlack with white
lettering. This is hard for some people’s eyes. It
13 easy to change this. Look for a line, usually
early on in the program, that reads or includes CALL
COLOR (n,n.n). Often this is found in a loop such as:

FOR I=® to 14 :: CALL COLOR(I,16,2) :: NEXT 1
(This is found in lime 188 in the BAILEY calendar).

Change the "2 (black) to "5" (blue) for instance.
This will give you a blue background with white
letters.

JIP (File Rundar Proorassing):

If when writing programs which read files, there are
erratic results of reading action, don't overlook the
possibility erratic results may not be due to an
error in the program but to hidden character glitches
in the file. (Use a sector editor capable of
displaying sectors in both ASCII and HEX. If viewing
the file in ASCII shows all file characters to be
what they should, then note where spaces are, swilch
display to HEX to verify that these spaces are
represented by double-zeroes. If these zeroes are
verified to be correct one can assuse the probles is
in the program, not the file,

Last wonth this coluwn reported a "Gliteh" in the
WINDOW:1-6 gprogras relative to printing out all
displayed records resulting in some strike overs.
The program is copacetic--no correction is necessary
-—it was the Ijle being read that was poliuted with a
"glitch”. As there had been a series of probleas
with WINDOW:1=6 as it was being written, I assumed
too quickly, that the printing probles was due to
program error. After wasting much time looking for
the problem in the program, 1 decided to uze our
general meeting's Question and Anawer period to ask
about this printimg probiem. It was embarrassing how
quickly the probles wes anawered. Omnce the program's
print commands were verified to be correct, why
hadn't the thousht occurred to me to check the
condition of the file? This proves once again the
pitfall, when troubieshooting, of failing to keep all
options open as (o where the trouble may be rather
than becoming obsessively preoccupied with ome part
of the program. Once the file in gquestion was viewed
with a sector editor, the culprit was guickly found:

an extraneous period and letter "K" were found where
there should have been only spaces., WINDOW:1-6 then
printed this corrected file with no overstrike
probleas,

The "LOAD" progras on the Jau.'96 disk-of~the—month
can be ignored as the screen warning was mot needed
after all. A LOAD program is pot required to run
WINDOW:1-6.

The conclusion of last month's colusn mentioned the
desirability of omitting unnecessary repetitions of
tsuch as "that"). when writing, as sowe of us
are wont to do. Using Messieur Poirot's words, this
vgtarted up the gray cells”: Wouldn't it be nice to
have a word-finder to scan texts for repeated words?

Although such programs have been written already,
here is another one. It finds and counts all records
that have at lLeast one occurrence of a word, part of
& word, or phrase entered by user. It does not suas
any further recurrences within an indiviual record.

After preliminary input file prowpts, one enters a
word, phrase, or part of a word. The next option is
a chance to enter an alternate spelling, i.e., "you”"
for "You". If you do not need to enter an alternate
spelling, press <ENTER> to bypass this prompt though
you may use this slternate for finding a second item
if you wish. Program will search for both.

The next prompt "CONSIDER SPACE?™ asks you to enter a
zero for NO or a1 for YES. A "1" for YES appends
spaces in front and after your word to ensure the
record search will not include what I call
"derivatives”. Without these spaces, the program
would, in addition to finding "you", find and count
I1ts "derivatives": your, yours, yourself, or proper
names stuch as Goodyourst, etc. The appended spaces
facilitate findine single-letter words such as "I" or
"a", etc.

Printer Ootion and CALL KEY

Entering "1" at the beginning promspt "USE PRINTER?"
will send resuits to your printer. Records have the
record nusber and page number appended. The page
nusbers are based on 58 records per page which
correspond to Writer/Formatter paging. A CALL KEY is
included te allow halting the display during reading
of the file. ¥han halted, you can press "R” to szo
back and search again or press "Q" te QUIT.

The F/S (Find String) function of a Writer progras
will find all recurrences (including recurrences
within a single record) but you have to jot down each
occurrence and it will not give you a total of
recurrences. With long files this weans some
eye=sirain. In the above program the record number
as well as page nusber are displayed to tell you
where vyou can find recurremces in your document. If
you are viswing documents longer than 12 pages, you
will need to add wmore lines to the PAGE GOSUB at line
380. The increments, as you see in the listing, are
by 58's. Pages 13 and up need to preface line 319,

This program was used to scan this present column
draft for the use of "that”. 7 uses were sade in
less than 3 pages. Most were either not needed or
other words were better choices in their place. One
could wuse this prozram for checking one’s letters or
resuses to find how many times one used “I"™ or “me",
or "my" (and "my" derivatives). What about comparing
with the. number of “you"'s amnd “your"'s, ete.
Letters heavily laden with "I"'s and "my"'s, eic.,
tell the reader something about the writer. Some
teachers respond very well to papers which are not
overfull of *I*'s, "me"'s, “"you know"'s, "like (you
know) ", etc,

Signal

Ever need to add warning signals to your program?

Complex programs with many optioms frequently abound
in Extended Basic signal beeps, honks, etc. Frequent
use of CALL KEY or INPUT prompts result in familiar
signals. But there may be times when sosething not
so familiar as TI's built-in sounds would be
desirable. Super Extended Basic provides an extra
one or two. But why not customize your own sound?

Then all cues don't have to sound alike. In games,
each player's cue could be a differemt sound.
Important printer cues or disk chanze warnings, etc.,
could be special cue sounds for you, etc. Of the
many ways to do this, the CALL REY routine is one of
the easiest, allowing one to put any message wished.
By incorporating different sounds one can quickly
recognize by ear which prowpt the computer is waiting
for.

The following is an example for Extended Basic (which
you could re-program to work im T1 Basic as well).
This version differs from the ususl warning sound as
it continually repeats the pitch.
